We appreciate all the respondents to this RFP. It was a difficult choice to make it down to 
the four (4) selected here for final consideration.  
 
We have attached the scoring draft and the pricing statistics used in the scoring process. 
It should be noted that the pricing was relatively consistent despite the spread. There 
were no significant outliers on the higher side to particularly punitive. While we capped 
points, the raw score on pricing alone likely would not have moved anyone into the four 
slots due to the qualitative points assigned to the bulk of the selection process.
